EVALUATION:

 Assessment & Grading – 60% quizzes and 40% quarterly assessment.
1.   Bellringers 

· When you get to class, take out your materials and start the bellringers on the board. This will include writing down the day’s objective and completing a few questions. You will only have a certain amount of time to complete these – the timer will also be on the board. This will be collected near the end of the quarter and graded based on completeness. 25 points quiz grade.
2.   Quizzes 

· Quizzes: Broken into 2 sections Multiple Choice, possibly short answer and longer response.
· 2 points – Multiple Choice & Short answer (15 to 25 questions)– these will be accessible through apps.schoology.com I will open Quizzes on Wednesday and close them the following Sunday at noon.
· 2 – 6 point – Longer Response – to reinforce understanding.  This section will be given on Wednesday or Thursday based on the rotation schedule.  You will be given half the period to take this section followed by an enrichment activity to assist in reinforcing skills.
3.   Class work 

· There will be days where you are asked to show what you know while working with others. These assignments are to be done IN CLASS. There is no time outside of class to finish them – meaning you need to work diligently during class to finish. Whatever you don’t finish is counted as incomplete. 

4.   Homework

· Checked daily – while you are performing the Bellringer.  If your homework is not out when I pass your desk, then you did not complete it.
· Homework will be graded on effort and completeness

· You will receive:

· 1 point – assignment is complete WITH WORK SHOWN. A reasonable attempt must be made on the ENTIRE assignment
· Typically I will not assign every problem, but if you complete the required assignment and the other problems on the homework page I will give you double homework credit.
5.   Quarterly Assessment 
· Students will take a quarterly exam at the end of Quarter 1, Mid-term and Final Exam / Quarter 4.
· Test dates will be announced in advance (all tests are cumulative).  These will be taken in class.

· Day 1 Extended Response:  Can be 2, 4 or 6 points

· Day 2 Multiple Choice: 2 points a piece
· Quarter 3’s assessment is a Financial Planning Project.

Quiz Corrections:
After a quiz, corrections may be made to earn back up to half the points missed. In order to earn these points back, you must fill out an Assessment Reflection and SHOW THE WORK to get the question correct. Staple the reflection sheet to the original quiz (there should be no extra markings on the original quiz) and turn it in. Corrections must be turned in within 2 weeks from when the extended response portion of the quiz was given.  If work has not been shown, or outside the time frame to turn in corrections, the points may not be applied. Quiz corrections must be done on your own time, or when finished with daily class work. Feel free to come in for extra help and we can work on them together.  ALSO NO QUIZ CORRECTIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED 4th QUARTER.  If you feel you deserve an exception to this policy please see me.
Homework Policy:

· Complete/Turned in 70% or more of assigned homework – Lowest Quiz Grade DROPPED
· Complete/Turned in 85% or more of assigned homework – Lowest Quiz Grade REPLACED with homework average.  (Remember: if you do all the homework you could have HW AVG > 100%)
Final Average Calculation: (4 quarters + final exam) ÷ 5
